 Dear Andy,  Hey, how are you?  I’m pleased that you asked for my opinion about your lyrics.  I just read them and want to share with you some of my suggestions.  The lyrics are quite good and I like them.  They’re easy to understand, that’s the most impor-tant point.  If the audience doesn’t understand, the lyrics are meaningless.  The second point is that you use rhyming words, which makes it easier for the audience to remember the lyrics.  For example, ‘cherry’ rhymes with ‘kiwi’.  Also, you created a cheerful and upbeat mood.  This matches with the fruit juice as drinking juice makes people feel good.  Therefore, the audience can feel the same way too.  Yet, you can polish your lyrics by using some adjectives to describe the fruits, their colours or taste.  This can provide a colourful and appealing picture of the juice.  To encourage more young people to buy the juice, you may emphasize the health benefits of drinking fruit juice for the skin.  This can convey a healthy and energetic message to the audience.  I’m sure it’s definitely attractive and people will want to try.  Hope that my suggestions are useful to you and wish you good luck in the lyrics competition.  Bye for now.
